Community Works aim is to provide a supported vocational 

environment in the property maintenance sector for learners 

with learning disabilities. Based in Kendal and operating across 

the South Lakes, North Lancashire and the Eden Valley, learners 

will work towards a qualification – a certificate at entry level 

called ‘preparation for life and work’.  

  

The Furniture Warehouse collect and recycle unwanted 

furniture from  

residents throughout South Cumbria. Learners have a focus on 

achieving modules including General Workplace Skills, Delivery 

and Collection,  

Recycling, Furniture Refurbishing, Retail, Employability and 

Domestic Appliance Maintenance.
