Every child has the right to have a say in all matters affecting them, and to have their views taken seriously.

Discipline in schools must respect children’s dignity.

Children must be protected from all other forms of bad treatment.

EQUALITY IMPACT

This policy has been written to help safeguard all children and staff at Sandgate school. It accepts that all of our students need support from time to time and in varying degrees to manage their behaviour. We recognise that no child will be treated differently or penalised due to their behaviour, but have a raft of measures put around them to support their development. We give all staff training to enable them to feel empowered to work with difficult and challenging situations.
This policy statement aims to support the Aims and Vision by keeping every child as safe as possible. The wearing of jewellery can put staff and students at risk of injury and possible loss of valuable personal items, we aim to limit these types of incidents.

At Sandgate School we believe the safety of the pupils is paramount.  With this statement as our focus, we have certain procedures in place to protect all pupils in connection with the wearing of jewellery in school.  The wearing of jewellery by pupils during school activities, and in particular, during high risk lessons such as PE, swimming and Design and Technology is one which remains of concern to both staff in school and the LA.  Injuries are not just restricted to the pupils wearing the jewellery but also other pupils coming into contact with jewellery worn by another student.

While the wearing of jewellery is permitted, there are certain restrictions in place.

Pupils are allowed to wear stud earrings only and a wrist watch from the ages of 11 years upwards.  No jewellery must be worn during PE lessons.  The pupils must remove all jewellery themselves.  If unable to do this, then the parents must be responsible in removing the jewellery at home on PE days.  School staff may advise pupils to remove jewellery for other sessions at their discretion.  A staff member will keep the removed jewellery in a safe place and return it to the pupils at the end of the lesson.

It would be much appreciated if parents wish to have their children’s ears pierced then this should be carried out in the summer holidays when the ears will have had time to heal prior to the beginning of the autumn term.  Once the ears have healed, the earrings can then be safely removed.  If this advice is not followed and ears are pierced during term time, then surgical tape must be worn over the earrings (front and back) during high – risk activities.  However, once the ears have healed, then the jewellery must be removed in accordance with this policy.

It is recommended that an individual with a tongue piercing should not take part in swimming for 3-4 weeks following the initial piercing.  It must also be noted that even when the piercing has fully healed (3-4 months), the piercing can heal within one hour of removing the stud.

There may be an exception to this policy; for example, some pupils from ethnic minority groups may insist on wearing jewellery as part of their religious beliefs.  Each case will need to be considered on its own merits with the risk of injury and loss being taken into account.  Discussions should take place with the parents or guardians as to the most appropriate control measures required to reduce the risk of injury to both the individual pupils and others. Parents will be contacted on that day via Parentmail or phone to discuss the issue.

The policy should be publicised to parents, so that parents (including potential parents) are aware of the rules and following practice with regard to the wearing of jewellery:

     All jewellery and personal effects should be removed;

     If they cannot be removed, the person in charge should take action to make the situation safe (i.e. adjust the activity for the individual and/or group);

     If the situation cannot be made safe then, in the short term, the individual should not actively participate in the lesson.

For any jewellery removed by pupils prior to a lesson, staff will give important consideration as to where the jewellery will be kept. Once it has been handed to a member of staff for safekeeping, then it is the responsibility of the school to ensure that it is safely returned to the pupil after the lesson.
